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[image: MP900409578[1]]God sets the lonely in families…Psalm 68:6

God does not intend for us to live solitary lives.  In the very beginning, in Genesis chapter 2, we read “It is not good that the man (i.e. the earth creature) should be alone.  I will make him a helper as his partner.” Gen. 2:18  The words for partner and for helper are the same words used to describe the work of the Holy Spirit.  They suggest an equality, a relationship of mutual support, aid, and encouragement.
We also read in the Psalms that God sets the lonely in families.  Families are one of God’s many gifts to us.  In families we find support, nurture, encouragement, belonging.  We also rub each other, sometimes the wrong way.  But just as rubbing sandpaper over a piece of wood takes away the rough parts, so the rubbing that comes from contact with other family members can shape us and help us to grow in healthy ways. We learn love, respect, tolerance, forgiveness, acceptance, appropriate ways of behaving and much more.  
Granted, all families do not meet this ideal.  But most families offer some of it, even though it may be distorted. And if people don’t have a close family, they long for one.
As Christians, we think about ourselves as part of the family of God.  We confess our faith in “God the Father.”  We pray to “Our Father.”
Individual congregations think of themselves as families. We share faith in God, we gather to worship God, we work together to do those things which please God and help to spread the message of God’s love.  When things don’t go smoothly for us, we find support in the presence of each other and their prayers for us.  Ideally, the congregation is a place where we can go to be affirmed when we have messed up, find encouragement when our efforts go wrong, share ideas about how to live as God’s people or how we can carry out God’s mission for us and together celebrate the joy of being God’s beloved children.  Joy shared is doubled, burdens shared are halved.  
This month we begin a new project to include more of our congregational family in our lives.  Six people have volunteered and been trained to take the sacrament of Holy Communion to some of our homebound members, thus extending the worship service and the holy meal into their homes. On Sunday, October 20, we will commission Judy Dunkelberger, Ann Varney, Peggy Campbell, Barb Moyer, Lou and Karen VanGilder as these lay ministers. They will officially be sent from the gathered congregation, with elements from the altar, to share with the folks they visit.  It’s a beautiful ministry.
How else can we develop a greater sense of caring for each other?  How can we support one another? Will the world know we are Christians by our love?  That is certainly a worthwhile goal.

    Evangelical Lutheran Worship


Reformation Sunday, October 27, is the date we dedicate and begin using our new worship book, Evangelical Lutheran Worship.

As we begin to get acquainted with our new worship book, some will find it much that is familiar.  Others will be skeptical, wondering why the change was needed.  Aside from practical concerns, such as books wearing out, we will find newer ways of thinking about and expressing our faith, something that is essential if we want to reach out to people today who do not know Christ and our ways.

The Evangelical Lutheran Worship book, known as ELW, contains familiar music and prayers as well as new material.  You will discover a different way of organization; for example, the Psalms are counted as the first 150 hymns.  Alternate possibilities for parts of the liturgy are also counted as hymns.  There are many more hymns, even aside from these, than we have had in other hymnals.

We will begin using a familiar liturgy, setting one from LBW which is setting three in ELW.  The differences are minor, noticeable in the Creed and the post-communion hymn.  Pastor and Worship and Music Committee will move slowly in introducing too much that is new in the beginning.  We already know some of the hymns, and even like some of them.

You will notice that the word “assembly” is used, rather than “congregation,” as the way to express the gathering of worshipers.  Worship occurs in schools, hospitals, military chapels, synodical and churchwide assemblies as well as in congregations, so the term “assembly” is more inclusive.

Some of us will always miss older versions of the hymnal.  There is much good in them and the one we grew up with is usually beloved.  However, the world moves on and we must remain relevant.  We do not want to be stagnant.  We must keep growing or we will die.  And so we will bid a reverent farewell.  If you wish, you may take a green book home for your own.  And then we will learn to love the new one, also.

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Martin Luther
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Martin Luther (Nov 10, 1483 - Feb 18, 1546) was a German theologian, an Augustinian monk, and an ecclesiastical reformer whose teachings inspired the Reformation and deeply influenced the doctrines and culture of the Lutheran and Protestant traditions. Luther's call to the Church to return to the teachings of the Bible led to the formation of new traditions within Christianity and to the Counter-Reformation, the Roman Catholic reaction to these movements.   Luther's contributions to Western civilization went beyond the life of the Christian Church. Luther's translations of the Bible helped to develop a standard version of the German language and added several principles to the art of translation. Luther's hymns inspired the development of congregational singing in Christianity. His marriage on June 13, 1525, to Katharina von Bora began a movement of clerical marriage within many Christian traditions.

Luther's early life

Martin Luther was born to Hans and Margaretha Luther, Lindemann, on November 10, 1483 in Eisleben, Germany and was baptized on the feast day of St. Martin of Tours, after whom he was named. His father owned a copper mine in nearby Mansfeld. Having risen from the peasantry, his father was determined to see his son ascend to civil service and bring further honor to the family. To that end, Hans sent young Martin to schools in Mansfeld, Magdeburg and Eisenach.  At the age of seventeen in 1501, he entered the University of Erfurt. The young student received a Bachelor's degree in 1502 and a Master's degree in 1505. According to his father's wishes, Martin enrolled in the law school of that university.   All that changed during a thunderstorm in the summer of 1505. A lightning bolt struck near to him as he was returning to school. Terrified, he cried out, "Help, Saint Anne! I'll become a monk!". His life spared, Luther left his law school and entered the monastery there.


The start of the Reformation

In 1516-17, Johann Tetzel, a Dominican friar and papal commissioner for indulgences, was sent to Germany by the Roman Catholic Church to sell indulgences to raise money to rebuild St Peter's Basilica in Rome.   On 31 October 1517, Luther wrote to Albrecht, Archbishop of Mainz and Magdeburg, protesting the sale of indulgences. He enclosed in his letter a copy of his "Disputation of Martin Luther on the Power and Efficacy of Indulgences," which came to be known as The 95 Theses.    Luther nailed a copy of the 95 Theses to the door of the Castle Church in Wittenberg that same day — church doors acting as the bulletin boards of his time — an event now seen as sparking the Protestant Reformation, and celebrated each year on 31 October as Reformation Day.  The 95 Theses were quickly translated from Latin into German, printed, and widely copied, making the controversy one of the first in history to be aided by the printing press. Within two weeks, the theses had spread throughout Germany; within two months throughout Europe.

Justification by faith

From 1510 to 1520, Luther lectured on the Psalms, the books of Hebrews, Romans, and Galatians. As he studied these portions of the Bible, he came to view the use of terms such as penance and righteousness by the Roman Catholic Church in new ways.  This was the doctrine of justification — God's act of declaring a sinner righteous — by faith alone through God's grace. He began to teach that salvation or redemption is a gift of God's grace, attainable only through faith in Jesus as the messiah.   Luther wrote that Christians receive such righteousness entirely from outside themselves; that righteousness not only comes from Christ but actually is the righteousness of Christ, imputed to Christians (rather than infused into them) through faith. "That is why faith alone makes someone just and fulfills the law," he wrote. "Faith is that which brings the Holy Spirit through the merits of Christ. "  Faith, for Luther, was a gift from God. He explained his concept of "justification" in the Smalcald Articles.




















































Excommunication

On 15 June 1520, the Pope warned Luther with the papal bull (edict) Exsurge Domine that he risked excommunication unless he recanted 41 sentences drawn from his writings, including the 95 Theses, within 60 days.  That autumn, Johann Eck proclaimed the bull in Meissen and other towns. Karl von Miltitz, a papal nuncio, attempted to broker a solution, but Luther, who had sent the Pope a copy of On the Freedom of a Christian in October, publicly set fire to the bull and decretals at Wittenberg on 10 December 1520, an act he defended in Why the Pope and his Recent Book are Burned and Assertions Concerning All Articles.  As a consequence, Luther was excommunicated by Leo X on 3 January 1521, in the bull Decet Romanum 

Exile
Diet of Worms

The enforcement of the ban on the 41 sentences fell to the secular authorities. On 18 April 1521, Luther appeared as ordered before the Diet of Worms. This was a general assembly of the estates of the Holy Roman Empire that took place in Worms, a town on the Rhine. It was conducted from 28 January to 25 May 1521, with Emperor Charles V presiding. Prince Frederick III, Elector of Saxony, obtained an agreement that Luther would be promised safe passage to and from the meeting.   Johann Eck, speaking on behalf of the Empire as assistant of the Archbishop of Trier, presented Luther with copies of his writings laid out on a table, and asked him if the books were his, and whether he stood by their contents. He confirmed he was the author, but requested time to think about the answer to the second question. He prayed, consulted friends, and gave his response the next day: "Unless I shall be convinced by the testimonies of the Scriptures or by clear reason ... I neither can nor will make any retraction, since it is neither safe nor honourable to act against conscience." He is also famously said to have added: "Hier stehe ich. Ich kann nicht anders. Gott helfe mir. Amen." ("Here I stand. I can do no other. God help me. Amen."). This description of the declaration may be apocryphal as only the last four words appear in contemporaneous accounts.
Over the next five days, private conferences were held to determine Luther's fate. The Emperor presented the final draft of the Edict of Worms on May 25, 1521, declaring Luther an outlaw, banning his literature, and requiring his arrest: "We want him to be apprehended and punished as a notorious heretic". It also made it a crime for anyone in Germany to give Luther food or shelter. It permitted anyone to kill Luther without legal consequence. The Edict was a divisive move that distressed more moderate men, in particular Desiderius Erasmus.

Luther's disappearance during his return trip was planned. Frederick III, Elector of Saxony had him discreetly intercepted on his way home by masked horsemen and escorted to the security of the Wartburg Castle at Eisenach, where Luther grew a beard and lived incognito for nearly eleven months, pretending to be a knight called Junker Jörg.  During his stay at Wartburg (May 1521-March 1522), which he referred to as "my Patmos", Luther translated the New Testament from Greek into German, and poured out doctrinal and polemical writings.

Return to Wittenberg

Around Christmas 1521, Anabaptists from Zwickau entered Wittenberg and caused considerable civil unrest. Thoroughly opposed to their radical views and fearful of their results, Luther secretly returned to Wittenberg on March 6, 1522. 

Luther's German Bible

Luther translated the New Testament into German to make it more accessible to the commoners and to erode the influence of priests. He used the recent critical Greek edition of Erasmus, a text which was later called Textus Receptus. During his translation, he would make forays into the nearby towns and markets to hear people speak, so that he could write his translation in the language of the people. It was published in 1522.  His first full Bible translation into German, including the Old Testament, was published in a six-part edition in 1534. As mentioned earlier, Luther's translation work helped standardize German and are considered landmarks in German literature.
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Final years and death

Luther had been suffering from ill health for years, including Ménière's disease, vertigo, fainting, tinnitus, angina, and a cataract in one eye.  From 1531 to 1546, his health deteriorated further. 

His last sermon was delivered at Eisleben, his place of birth, on 15 February 1546, three days before his death.   On 17 February 1546, he experienced chest pains. When he went to his bed, he prayed, "Into your hand I commit my spirit; you have redeemed me, O Lord, faithful God" (Ps. 31:5), the common prayer of the dying. At 1:00 am he awoke with more chest pain and was warmed with hot towels. He thanked God for revealing his Son to him in whom he had believed. His companions shouted loudly, "Reverend father, are you ready to die trusting in your Lord Jesus Christ and to confess the doctrine which you have taught in his name?" A distinct "Yes" was Luther's reply.

An apoplectic stroke deprived him of his speech, and he died shortly afterwards at 2:45 a.m. on 18 February 1546, aged 62, in Eisleben, the city of his birth. He was buried in the Castle Church in Wittenberg, beneath the pulpit.  The funeral was held by his friends Johannes Bugenhagen and Philipp Melanchthon.   A year later, troops of Luther's adversary Charles V, Holy Roman Emperor entered the town, but were ordered by Charles not to disturb the grave.
